1 Install Barcode Essentials Free to your iPhone, iPad or iPod touch.
>> Search App Store for ‘Altiris’

2 Synchronize with server name ‘demo’
>> This automatically redirects to sync.barcodeessentials.com
>> Select Profile Scenario-1

3 Open Barcode Essentials and select Quick Scan.
Set the Cost Centres field to Telecoms to change the cost centre 
from General to Telecoms for each asset scanned.
Use Quick Scan to scan the asset tag barcodes on the phone 
found on the desks of the employees Kid, Polly, Nosmo and 
Suzie Q.

4 You note that employees Polly and Nosmo appear to have 
swapped phones.
Use the Quick Scan See Scanned Asset function then Edit to 
update the Owner field on these two desk phones to the correct 
value.

5 The phone on Bernie’s desk appears to be new and is quite 
different to the others.  It does not have a barcode sticker on it.
Go Home > Create and use the values at right to create a new 
Desk Phone asset for this weird device.
Don’t forget to Save.

6 Use the ‘Search’ function to list all assets of type Desk Phone. 
We now have 6 desk phones for a company with 5 employees.
Search for Bernie Bigshot's original phone.  He had extension 
101, so type ‘101’ in ‘Barcode or Name’ field and click Search.
Use the Edit function to change the status of this desk phone to 
‘Disposed’.
Add a note to senior management in the Comment field, 
suggesting your ideas for Mr Bigshot's next career move.
Click Save.
